Sunflowers are made up of many tiny flowers, or florets,

that are packed together to form a flowerhead, or pseu-

danthium. The outer “petals” of a sunflower are called ray flo-

rets, and they are made up of multiple petals that are fused

together. The ray florets are usually yellow, but can also be

red or orange. The disc florets are located in the middle of

the flowerhead, where the seeds develop. The disc florets have both male and
female sex organs, and each one produces a seed. @
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
